Materials:  
 

Large paper  
Crayons 
colored pencils  
markers  
paper  
scissors  
glue sticks  
clear contact paper (to make placemat waterproof) 
Mah Nishtana Template (download ours’ or create your own) 

 
Directions: 
 
1. Download our template or create your own. Our Ma Nishtana Placemat 
features the full text of the Ma Nishtana with 4 boxes to illustrate each of the 
sections. 

 
2. Draw, Color, Cut and Paste to create designs and pictures to match each of 
the 4 questions. 
 
3. When your placemat is dry, laminate it (or cover with clear contact paper) for 
a spill-proof placemat to use this Passover and for years to come. 
 
4. When it’s your turn to sing the Ma Nishtana you’ll have a show-and-tell for all 
your Seder guests to enjoy!
